Hello from the new HOA Supervisor for GVR! I have been working in the conununity for a little over a month 
now and have enjoyed getting to know the staff and homeowners of GVR. For those of you who did not know, the 
HOA offices are now in the Metro District offices, located at 18650 E. 45 th Ave. Please stop in if you have any 
questions about the HOA or would just like to say Hi! 

In my time here, we have started enforcing the HOA covenants equally throughout the community. And since that 
has started, I have received a lot of questions about the enforcement, and what it means for homeowners. I would 
like to take the time now to answer some of them! 

•	 Why are you picking on me? No one else is getting letters! Since the first of the year, we have sent out 
over 1,300 violations. Basically, if we see a violation we are sending a letter. We are doing this regardless 
whether the house is owner-occupied, tenant-occupied or bank owned. Everyone who is an owner in this 
community is responsible for the maintenance of their home! 

•	 Why are you sending me a letter? Why can't you just call? There are many reasons, such as the time it 
would take to call 1,300 homes, but the main reason is the Enforcement Policy for GVR. This specifically 
states that communication to a homeowner regarding a violation must be done in writing. 

•	 I got a violation for putting something out to be picked up by a charity...how can I avoid that? 
Simple communication! Just call and let me know the day the items(s) will be out, and when they will be 
picked up and we will make a note and you will not get a violation. Of course, this is within 
reason. We would follow the same general rules for this kind of thing as for trash containers- it can be 
put out noon the day before it gets picked up. And this is true for other violations. A board over a 
window that got broken would be a violation... unless you let me know what is going on and when it 
will be fixed. Communication is the key! 

•	 I got a violation, but can't fix it before the deadline. What can I do about that? Again..simple 
communication! As long as you, communicate with us, we will be happy to work with you ... within 
reason. We can give an extension until the weather improves for you to complete the work.
