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~ The Beginnings of Green Valley Ranch

In the spring of 1983, Green Valley Ranch began its final phase of planning with the construction of single family 
homes. The builder of these homes was the Alpert Company. Through the efforts of the Alpert Company, the residents of 
Green Valley Ranch, the Denver Public Schools Board, and federal judge Richard Matsch approved the construction of 
one elementary school and one middle school in Green Valley Ranch. Marrama Elementary School, located in the 
southern part of Green Valley Ranch, opened its doors in the fall of 1984. Martin Luther King, Jr. Middle School began 
operation with the 1986-87 school years. Students in grades seven and eight were excited because they had been bused to 
three DPS schools out of the area since 1983 due to overcrowding. 

By the end of the 80's, the bottom fell out of the real estate market in the Metro Denver area. Green Valley Ranch 
began to feel the effects of variable interest rate mortgages coming due. However, when the bubble burst in the 80's, a 
new regional airport (Denver International Airport) was already in the planning stages by Denver's newly elected Mayor, 
Federico Pena. Denver International Airport was approved by Adams County voters in 1988 and by Denver residents in 
1989. 

With the building and opening ofDIA in February 1995, Green Valley Ranch was developed as a "city within a 
city". It was the intent to make this community a national model for integrated living in a self-contained environment. The 
self-contained city has not yet been completed, however, leaving residents dependent on other nearby communities for 
some of their basic needs. The "city within a city" model is not impossible and the dream of Green Valley Ranch by the 
initial developer will yet be fulfilled. 

Thanks to the ColoradolWyoming District Optimist International Club and its many leaders: AI Rutger, President 
from 1990-1991 and Michael George, who became President in 1991 and then later became Lt. Governor of zone 9 
ColoradolWyoming District Optimist International in 1992-1993. It was then, through the Optimists that Green Valley 
Ranch was able to start the Christmas Lights Program, the Easter Egg Hunt and GVR Days, to be later taken over by the 
Green Valley Ranch Homeowners Association (HOA). 

Later, Oakwood Homes, under the auspices or leadership of Patrick Hamill, a man small in stature, but a giant of a 
man in knowledge and leadership, took over the development of Green Valley Ranch and has built most of the homes and 
the community. He took some leadership with the DPS in the promotion of schools. Pat located Marshall Kaplan, an 
education czar from the University of Colorado and together they formed the Foundation for Education Excellence in 
1997. Mr. Kaplan went to work on Martin Luther King School, a school which had reached rock bottom through its 
"rigged" system. Mr. Kaplan, Mr. Hamill and Denver Public Schools entered into a unique partnership to start the 21 st 
Century High Tech Academy at Martin Luther King Middle School. They started with the 6th graders which was the first 
class to graduate from high school in 2004; with the highest honors of any far northeast Denver High School. 

Green Valley Ranch today has many outstanding schools on the Evie Garrett Dennis campus, and we have Omar 
D. Blair, Edison K-8 School (a 5 star ranking school), Florida Pitt Waller (a K-8 school) and Green Valley Elementary 
School which will become a charter school in August 2011. As goes education, (or schools) in an area, so goes a 
"community". 

Green Valley Ranch has struggled to become a viable community in its own right. It has seen the growth of both 
its education and business sectors. Our Homeowners Association, the GVR Metro District Board along with Oakwood 
Homes has added another strong residential element. 

It should be noted that the sun shines first on Green Valley in far northeast Denver before any other area of Metro 
Denver.
